Prohibited Items

1
Prohibited items which cadets are not to be bought to Range Shoot are as follows:


a
ammunition, explosives or pyrotechnics of any type;


b
firearms, real or imitation;


c
pocketknives which when folded are no longer than 120mm in length;


d
sheath, flick or fighting knives of any type;


e
alcohol, recreational and non-prescription drugs;


f
cigarettes or tobacco substance of any type; and

g
pornographic/offensive material.
Clothing and equipment
2
Clothing and equipment requirement for the Range Shoot are as follows:

a
uniform:

(1)
field uniform, sleeves down and buttoned up at the wrist;

(2)
head dress is to be DPC bush hat only;

(3)
trousers are to be bloused over the top of the boot; and

(4)
boots can either be the black, brown or the combat boot.


b
boots are to be cleaned and polished (if applicable) prior to attending the activity;

c
if a jumper is worn, the shirt is to be tucked into the trousers, shirt collar over the top of the jumper;

d
rank slides can either be black or DPC; and

e
webbing:

(1)
is to be bought and worn during the Range Shoot; and
(2)
there is to be no items in the webbing pockets except your water bottles.
Rubbish control and removal

3
Rubbish control and removal is as follows:


a
rubbish is not to be placed on the ground at any time during the activity;

b
rubbish bins at the complex are to be utilized;

c
all rubbish is to be removed from the Firing Point and other areas used by the unit.
Personal Hygiene

4
Personal hygiene requirements are as follows:


a
hands are to be washed before consuming or handling any food/snack item; and:


c
hands are to be washed after going to the latrine.

Area hygiene

5
Area hygiene requirements are as follows:

a
food scraps are to be placed into the bins;

b
the 50m range latrine is to be utilized when required; and
c
toilet lids are to be placed in the down position after each use.

Vehicle movement

6
Vehicle movement rules are as follows:

a
vehicles are not to drive off the established roadways/tracks unless it is an emergency or as directed by the Range Officer; 

b.
vehicles are only to park in the authorized vehicle park unless directed by the RCO; and 

c
drivers of vehicles are to be observant of other vehicles & personnel on the single roadways/tracks.  

Security 

7.
Security for the Range Shoot is as follows:

a
unit personnel are to report to a Staff member any unauthorised persons found in the 50m Range area;
b
no cadet is to leave the 50m Range until signed out by their Parent;

c
personal items are the responsibility of the individual; and
e
all firearms and ammunition are the responsibility of the Qld Field & Rimfire Club.
Code of Conduct

8
All staff and cadets are to obey and adhere to their respective Code of Conduct;
9
Inappropriate behaviours, including swearing/inappropriate language and/or suggestive body movements/actions are prohibited and will be dealt will under LCCC Inc. Discipline policy; and
10
All inappropriate behaviour is to be reported directly to a senior ranking staff member ASAP.

Safety

11
Everyone is responsible for safety both to themselves and to others. All unsafe practices/events are to be reported to the Range Officer, Coordinator or a staff member;
12
A Range Shoot brief will be conducted prior to the commencement of the Range Shoot and at the beginning of each serial;
13
If an unsafe practice happens during the shoot, the shoot is to cease till it is rectified and approved by the RCO.

14.
LCCCU members are to have their personal eye safety glasses at the shoot.

15.
Hearing protection will be provided by the Qld Field & Rim fire Club.

Ammunition 

16.
No member is to remove any ammunition, live or expelled from the Range area.

Water consumption

Personnel are to bring a suitable water bottle/container for their use throughout the Range Shoot;
18.
Limited drinking water will be available at the range.

Morning tea/snacks
19
LCCCU members can bring morning tea snacks/food items. 
Concurrent activity  

20.
Cadets not on the Firing Point shooting, will be involved in concurrent activities.
Cadet Identification

21.
All cadets on arrival must produce to the Qld Field & Rim fire Club for registration, a suitable & approved ID, this can be either of the following:


a.
LCCCU. Cadet ID;


b.
student ID;


c.
birth certificate; or

d.
passport.

Cadets are to be signed in & out by their Parent/guardian at the LCCC. reception table.

There is limited parking at the 50 m range for those parents/guardians who would like to stay for a short period to watch the shoot.
