The Radio net for the exercise will only be the HQLCCC exercise net;

Communication equipment

Communication equipment for the weekends training will be hand-held UHF 2-way radios with fixed Base Stations established at the HQLCCC CP (C/S OA) and at CHQ (C/S 1).

Strength States – Sent daily by 0800 h correct as at 0730 h, at 1600 h correct at 1530 h or when the strength state changes;

CASEVAC – when required;

MAITDEM – when required; and

LOCSTAT – as detailed in the Activity Stand brief or when required.

The Net Identification Call Sign (NIC) is LC1.
Opening and closing the net

The opening and closing of the exercise nets are as follows:

Opening of the exercise net will be conducted on the Friday evening 282100kAug20 and is to remain open until Sunday when the net will be closed at 301100kAug20.
Frequencies

The channels & frequencies for the exercise are as follows:

15.
Channels 5 and 35 are for emergency use only and are not to be used for normal transmissions.

Channel 14 is the SSAA Range Control frequency and is not to be used.
17.
Frequency change will only take place on approval from OA.

Lost communications procedure

When a Call sign loses communications, the following procedure will be taken:

move to a better location;

use a more effective antenna (if applicable);

use high power if applicable;

adopt lost communications procedure;

if available use other means to obtain communications, eg mobile phone, and


f.
change to the alternate frequency.
